According to the U.S. Cen-
sus, 14.2% of residents live at or below the federal poverty level (FPL), com-
pared with the state rate of 14.4%. The median household income is $45,472,
compared with the state level of $57,166.

Note that the red squares indicate
licensed child care centers, the blue triangles license-
exempt child care centers, and the green dots family
child care homes. Although child care centers serve
children who live above 185% FPL, many children
from low-income families are cared for in child care
settings all over the county.
