	More McLean County children 5 yrs old and under are covered by health insurance.
The data for children in McLean County who go without health insurance is trending in a negative direction from 2019 to 2020. The percentage of children without health insurance was 3.8 in 2020, which was 0.1% lower than the state's percentage of 3.9. However, the data range in McLean County of children without health insurance increased from 2.3% in 2019 to 3.8% in 2020.  {Post-pandemic data not available.}
